1. Description of the Foundation

Stanley Thailand Foundation ("the Foundation) was established
on October 29,1993 as a nonprofit making organization with its
objectives as follows :

- To promote education at all levels, particularly scholarships
and educational equipment.

- To promote culture and create good understanding among
the various cultures of nations.

- To promote protection and conservations of the environment
in the country.

- To provide assistance to the needy and the poor particularly
when facing disasters.

- To participate in activities in the interests of the public or to
engage in cooperations in charity with other organizations
in the interests of the public.

2. Principal accounting policy

2.1 Basis of preparation
The financial statements have been prepared in accordance
with Thai Generally Accepted Accounting Principles under the
Accounting Act of B.E. 2543 being those Thai Accounting
Standards issued under the Accounting Profession Act B.E.
2547.

The Foundation has chosen not to apply Thai Accounting
Standards No.25, Statement of Cash Flow, No.47, Related
Party Disclosures and No. 48, Financial Instruments :
Disclosure and Presentation. The application of these
standards is not mandatory for non-public companies.

The accounting principles applied may differ from generally
accepted accounting principles adopted in other country
and jurisdictions. The accompanying financial statements are
therefore not intended to present the financial position
and results of operations and cash flows in accordance
with jurisdictions other than Thailand. Consequently, these
financial statements are not addressed to those who are not
informed about Thai generally accepted accounting principles
and practices.

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical
cost convention except as disclosed in the accounting policies

below.

For the convenience of the user, an English translation of the
financial statements has been prepared from the statutory financial
statements that are issued in the Thai language.

2.2 Revenue

The financial statements have been prepared on an accrual basis.
Grants from contribution are recorded when received from

contributors.

2.3 Investments

Investments are classified into the following three categories:
held-to maturity, available-for-sale investments. The classification
is dependent on the purpose for which the investments were
acquired. Management determines the appropriate classification
of its investments at the time of the purchase and re-evaluates
such designation on a regular basis. Investments with fixed
maturity that the management has the intent and ability to hold
to maturity are classified as held-to- maturity and are included
in non-current assets, except for maturities within 12 months
from the balance sheet date which are classified as current
assets. Investments intended to be held for an indefinite period
of time, which may be sold in response to liquidity needs or
changes in interest rates, are classified as available-for-sale:
and are included in non-current assets unless management has
expressed the intention of holding the investment for less than12
months from the balance sheet date or unless they will need to
be sold to raise operating capital, in which case they are include

in current assets.

Cost of investment includes transaction costs. Trading and
available-for-sale investments are subsequently carried at fair
value. Held-to- maturity investments are carried at amortised
cost using the effective yield method. Unrealised gains and
losses arising from changes in the fair value of investments
classified as available-for-sale are recognised in equity. The
fair value of investments are based on quoted bid price
by reference to the Stock Exchange of Thailand. When
investments classified as available -for-sale are sold or
impaired, the accumulated fair value adjustments are
included in the income statement as gains and losses from

investment in securities.
