On disposal of an investment, the difference between the
net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount is
charged or credited to the statement of income. When
disposing of part of the Foundation's holding of a particular
investment, the carrying amount of the disposed part is
determined by the weighted average carrying amount of
the total holding of the investment.

2.4 Equipment
Equipment is stated at historical cost less depreciation.

Depreciation is calculated on the straight line method to
write off the cost of each asset to their residual values

over their estimated useful life for 5 years

Where the carrying amount of an assets is greater than its
estimated recoverable amount, it is written down immediately

to its recoverable amount.

Repairs and maintenance are charged to the income
statement during the financial period in which they are
incurred. The cost of major renovation is included in the
carrying amount of the asset when it is probable that
future economic benefits in excess of the originally
assessed standard of performance of the existing asset
will flow to the Foundation. Major renovations are
depreciated over the remaining useful life of the related

asset.

Gains and losses on disposals are determined by comparing
proceeds with carrying amount and are included in operating

profit
